Dear Community Leader —

There is a great debate underway in Washington, D.C. today, the result of which will have a
tremendous impact on the future prosperity of Ohio — and I need your help.

Congressional leaders, including each member of our Ohio Delegation, are working to craft an
cconomic recovery package that, if done right, promises millions of new jobs, desperately
needed stimulus to our struggling economy, and critical aid to states.

For Ohio, this could mean as many as 150,000 (new or saved) jobs. This week I put forward a
responsible budget proposal that, while austere, avoids many reductions to essential services
such as education, health care and public safety.

So today I am asking you to reach out to members of our Congressional Delegation (listed
below) in support of the federal economic recovery package, job-creating infrastructure
investments and critical aid to states.

The truth is our national economy has taken a toll on Ohio. The nation has lost more jobs in
2008 than in any year since World War II. The stock market plummeted, eating away at the
retirement savings of millions. Real wages of the average American worker are lower today
than they were 30 years ago. The federal cconomic recovery package will be an important
step to get our national economy, and our Ohio economy, back on track.
